Eller College Student Council Application Procedure

In order for each application to be evaluated in its entirety, it is important that all items requested that are not turned in electronically, be placed in a sealed envelope in the order, which the application is given. 

1)  The application packet includes: 1) a personal information sheet, 2) availability schedule 3) a detailed résumé 4) a letter of interest, 5) a letter of recommendation 

2)  All parts of the application, excluding the letter of recommendation, must be typed and submitted electronically as an attachment to ellercouncil@gmail.com.
3)  As stated above, a letter of interest is required as part of your application. This cover letter must include what you would like to see ECSC accomplish this year as well as why you feel you would be a valuable member of Council. You must also obtain a letter of recommendation.  Be sure to have the person writing the recommendation only use the form provided.  Upon completing, the individual should then place the form and the letter in a sealed envelope and sign his or her name across the back flap in order to officially seal it. The letter of recommendation can come from someone who knows you well: preferably a professor, advisor or employer. 

4)  Completed applications are due by 4:00 PM on Friday, September 9th, 2011 and should be emailed as an attachment to ellercouncil@gmail.com. The document should be saved as “Last Name, First Name_application” and subject line in the email should be “Application – Last Name, First Name”. Make sure to properly fill out your interview time availability.  Letters of Recommendation should be turned into the Undergraduate office front desk, McClelland 204, by 4:00PM on Friday, September 9th. Ask that they place your completed letters of recommendation in the Eller College Student Council envelope.

5)  Applicants will be notified of their interview time via e-mail no later than 10:00 AM on Sunday, September 11th, 2010.  Interviews will occur on Monday, September 12th and Tuesday September 13th. 

6)  Notification of acceptance will be announced on Friday, September 16th, 2010.  Notification of acceptance will be presented by a letter, which can be picked up in the Undergraduate Programs Office (Room 204) at McClelland Hall.
